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On the cover we illustrate our mission statement: 
To preserve, present, celebrate and share the his-
tory of the Cape Cod Town of Falmouth, through 
collections, educational programs, interpretive 
exhibits, and Museums on the Green. 
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Greetings to you all from the staff at Museums on the Green, including volunteer staff: 
Jeanne Alves (bookkeeper), Joyce Pendery (genealogist) and store managers Caroline 
Lloyd and Linda Ohkagawa. This past year we embraced the new mission statement 
(see page 2) and pursued strategic goals in programming and operations. Let me review this work with you.  
REVISED WEB SITE –The site tells more about us and can be updated by staff, an important change. Be sure to 
visit! 
A GREAT YEAR FOR KLB – From the publication of Len Miele’s biography Voice of the Tide to the exhibit of her life 
and times to 14 other events, the Society celebrated Katharine’s 150th birthday in a number of ways. Because of 
grants, sponsorships and in-kind contributions from old and new organizations and friends, many of these events 
were free to the public.  Sales of the new book, museum admissions, teas, and donations from appreciative visi-
tors helped us net $5,000, a nice reward for all the collaborative efforts!  
BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS - Under committee chair Jay Smith’s leadership, Cape Light Compact audited energy 
use in our buildings and converted existing lighting systems to more efficient and cost-effective models. Even bet-
ter, Cape Light Compact paid 80% of the cost of materials and hazardous waste disposal. Care of Julia Wood 
House required over $18,000. The antique chimney could no longer provide safe ventilation for the oil burner, so 
we converted to gas and installed a new furnace. We anticipate some savings going forward. Thanks to the 
Gordon T. Heald Fund, we replaced rotting columns on the front porch and installed custom-made wooden storm 
panels on the front façade. The UV filtering glass in these panels enables us to dispense with shades, making the 
house look more welcoming year-round. Lastly and sadly, we had to cut down the century-old copper beech as 
one of its trunks was rotten. We shall miss the beauty and shade of its canopy. 
PASTPERFECT DATA BASE—We expanded this mu-
seum software to manage our members and 
friends. As a result, total number of memberships 
rose 10% and for the first time in 4 years, we met 
and exceeded the budget target. The 2009 Annual 
Appeal also reached a new high, with 171 donors 
giving over $35,000. 
ATTENDANCE TABLE —Even though museum visits 
were the best ever and attendance at Fridays for 
Families and the KLB Poetry Fest increased over 
past years, the overall visitor total is down. Lack of 
volunteer leadership to continue longstanding third- 
grade outreach plus a decrease in attendance at 
the annual Antique Show contributed to the down-
turn. 
 

Yes, there is work to do in 2010. The Society’s  
Strategic Plan, approved in 2009, will guide us. 
FINANCIAL  STABILITY – In November the board appointed Cape Cod Five as manager of our endowment and asked 
me to create a fundraising plan for 2010 that will include the “Big 3” fundraising events (Heritage Dinner on May 
12, Jazz on July 18, and Antiques Show on August 28) as well as an ambitious Annual Appeal in the fall. 
GOVERNANCE AND LEADERSHIP – The “governance gang” meets monthly to assess needs and action plans. In 
place is a reporting structure at monthly board meetings to help measure progress against strategic objectives. 
DEVELOPMENT AND MEMBERSHIP— Continue to increase membership and build the volunteer base, through tech-
nology, targeted programs, and membership benefits. 
MARKETING  AND PUBLIC  RELATIONS- Build the marketing committee and develop a marketing plan which uses more 
cost-effective ways to communicate with members, friends and the public. 
EDUCATION AND SPECIAL EVENTS– The whaling rooms will be refreshed, and a special art show at Highfield will 
preview and extend our museum season. A grant from Mass Humanities will enable the Society to revive and ex-
pand its education program. Ten new standards-based units that support and enrich the study of social science 
and history in grades 3 and 5 will be accessible on the Society web site to both teachers and students.  
PHYSICAL PLANT  AND COLLECTIONS— Develop a prioritized maintenance plan for the buildings and grounds and 
create a team of volunteers to implement it.  Hire an intern to produce a searchable electronic catalog of Society 
collections. Re-roof the gazebo to attract grounds rentals and complete an emergency preparedness plan. 
 

The tasks are numerous and we can take heart from the steady growth of the Society and its museums over the 
past 110 years. On other pages of this report appear many helping hands with good ideas, strong commitment and 
the resources to make things happen.  I look forward to working with you to make 2010 another productive year.

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Chart 1 below shows the actual unaudited financial results for the 
year ending December 31, 2009. Including grants, operating reve-

nue for Falmouth Historical Society totaled $211,914 and operating expenses were $243,330, resulting in a net oper-
ating loss of $31,416, primarily due to the continuing softness of investment income and reduced sponsorships of our 
fundraising events.   
 

For the 2010 proposed budget in Chart 2, operating income including grants is budgeted at $212,600, and operating 
expense including grants is budgeted at $230,100, which will result in a net operating loss of $17,500.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

We continue to exclude from operating results non-routine or extraordinary items that would distort either the  
operating income or expenses of normal operations, such as the sale of 16 Main Street in 2008. 
 
Grant Spending of $30,766 was $3,768 more than Grant Income. The projects covered by these grants are dis-
cussed elsewhere in this Report.   
 
Falmouth Historical Society has been fortunate in that we have received bequests in the past which continue to help 
finance our operations for the future. Some, like the Smythe Fund, are a portion of an estate managed by its trustee, 
Bank of America; others like the Behrens Fund and the proceeds from the sale of 16 Main Street are the responsibil-
ity of the Falmouth Historical Society’s Board of Directors. It was felt that our investments portfolio had grown to the 
point where we should retain professional management assistance, so late in the year, we appointed Cape Cod Five 
Trust and Asset Management to handle our investment portfolio. 
 
As noted on the chart immediately above, our net monetary assets continue to be over $800,000 and we have no 
debt. We continue to be in sound financial condition.
